Acts of sexual misconduct may be committed by
any person upon any other person, regardless of the
sex, gender, sexual orientation and/or gender
identity of those involved.

The Sexual Misconduct Policy encompasses:

1. Sexual Harassment
2. Non-consensual Sexual Intercourse
3. Non-consensual Sexual Contact
4. Sexual Exploitation
Consent:

Consent is knowing, voluntary and clear permission
by word or action, to engage in mutually agreed
upon sexual activity. Since individuals may experi-
ence the same interaction in different ways, it is the
responsibility of each party to make certain that the
other has consented before engaging in the activity
and that consent is sustained throughout the activity.
For consent to be valid, there must be a clear ex-
pression in words or actions that the other individu-
al consented to that specific sexual conduct.

Intimate Partner Violence:

Intimate partner violence may occur between indi-
viduals who are currently or who have been in a
past intimate or romantic relationship. Such rela-
tionships may also be referred to as dating violence,
domestic violence, or power-based personal vio-
lence.

Stalking:
Stalking is defined as a pattern of actions directed at
a specific person over time that would cause a rea-
sonable person to feel fear. Stalking behaviors can
occur within or outside of partner
Relationships.

Who Can | Call On
Nights and Weekends?

If you need assistance, the Director of Sexual
Violence Prevention and Advocacy is on-call
throughout the academic year. She can be reached
through Campus Safety or the Administrator On-
Call, who is a professional staff person from the
Offices of Student Life available after business
hours, Monday-Friday, Spm-8:30am and on week-
ends and holidays.

You can contact Campus Safety directly at x2222 or
your Housefellow or Floor Govemors can assist
you. Off campus options for nights and weekends
are also available (see ‘Important Phone Numbers’).

Follow-up
Response Options

Reporting options are not exclusive and there is
support in place to assist with any decision a student
makes. The campus advocates can also provide
guidance regarding reporting options, including
being a support person throughout the process.

In accordance with the Connecticut
College Honor Code, you have the right to
be treated with integrity, civility, and the
utmost respect for the dignity of
all human beings.
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CRISIS SUPPORT and COUNSELING

Whether you are seeking support immediately after
an incident or sometime later, there are several
services available to you. The campus advocates
provide services such as support, safety planning,
and assistance with accommodations (i.e. housing,
academic, facility access, no contact orders),
medical, and conduct and legal advocacy. Student
Counseling Services works with students on a
short or long-term basis to promote the emotional
and psychological healing and growth. Student
Health Services and/or LandM Hospital can as-
sist students with any medical care they might need.
Sexual Assault Crisis Services of Eastern CT
provides crisis intervention services 24 hours a day.

REPORTING

You have the choice to report any crime to local law
enforcement and/or Institutional Equity and Inclu-
sion.

Reporting to the Police Dept:

This is the option for students who would like to
report the assault and possibly initiate a criminal
investigation by calling the New London Police
Dept. at (860) 447-5269 or the Waterford Police
Department (860) 447-1456. Legal options can be
discussed with the New London State’s Attorney
Office at(860) 443-8444.

Reporting to the Institutional Equity and Inclusion:

Formal complaints of sexual misconduct, stalking,
and/or intimate partner violence are filed through
Institutional Equity and Inclusion. The complaint
will be addressed through the Title IX Investigation
process. There is no limitation to when complaints
may be submitted.

Important Information

MEDICAL EXAM:

Students are strongly encouraged to seek medical
attention and support, regardless of when the
incident occurred, in order to be:

o treated for any injuries,
e given prophylactic antibiotics,
o offered emergency contraception (EC).

Physical evidence from a sexual assault must be
collected within 120 hours of the assault. It is
important that you do not wash yourself or your
clothing before an examination (try to remember to
bring a change of clothes with you). You are
strongly encouraged to bring an advocate with you
(see ‘Important Phone Numbers’). Health Services
(during business hours) or the Director of  Sexual
Violence Prevention and Advocacy/Administrator
On-Call (after hours) can provide support and
arrange for transportation to L&M Hospital in
New London.

PLEASE NOTE: You DO NOT have to press
criminal charges to have a sexual assault
examination completed. The state will hold the
evidence for up to 60 days while you decide if you
would like to make a formal report to the Police
Department.

ALCOHOL AND OTHER DRUGS:

An individual does not avoid or mitigate responsibil-
ity because they were under the influence of alcohol
or other drugs. If someone is incapacitated they can
NOT legally give consent. If you are underage,
you will not get in trouble if you report a sexual as-
sault that happened while you were drinking.

The Clery Act

The Clery Act is a federal law that requires colleges
and universities to disclose certain timely and annual
information about campus crime and security
policies. When an individual comes to one of the
campus support system people, that person must
inform the Director of Campus Safety that an inci-
dent was reported, per the Clery Act. However, pri-
vacy may be maintained - the victim's name and
specific details do not need to be report-
ed. Counselors and the College Chaplains may keep
reports confidential and are not mandated to report

Title IX

For the purposes of Title IX, sexual assault is consid-
ered a form of sexual harassment where the Office of
Civil Rights guidelines require that once an institution
has received notice of the possible sexual harassment
of a student, it should take immediate and appropriate
steps to investigate what occurred, and if such is found
to be the case, and take prompt and effective action to
end the harassment and take steps to remedy the effects
and prevent its reoccurrence. This course of action is
the institution’s responsibility whether or not the
student who was harassed makes a formal complaint or
otherwise asks the school to take action. For more
information, please see the Student Handbook.
